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To report ANY suspicious activity or a potential crime 
in progress in the neighborhood, call 911 or Crime Stop 
IMMEDIATELY, even if you are uncertain, please make 
the call anyway to allow the Police to assess the situation. 
Please do not assume someone else will make the call.

If you see signs of blight or damage to a home or property 
that is left is disrepair, please call the Neighborhood 
Services Department to report it. They will contact the 
homeowner and assess what needs to be done.

Graffiti is a crime, so if you witness graffiti in progress, 
call 911 IMMEDIATELY. If you see graffiti in our 
neighborhood, call Graffiti Busters to report it or for help 
with removal of graffiti on your property.

For general questions or concerns about our neighborhood 
that are NON-EMERGENCY related, please call our 
Community Action Officer, Al Knecht.

If you are new to the neighborhood or have not already 
signed up for NENA's On-Line Crime Alerts, please contact 
Connie Tyler, our On-Line Crime Alert Coordinator. She 
will add your name to her e-mail list to receive crime 
alerts in the neighborhood.
